§ International Relations:  Programs that fulfill the Third Purpose of Lions Clubs 

International:  To create and foster a spirit of understanding among the peoples of the 

world.  Example:  Lions Day with the United Nations. 

 

§ Lions Opportunities for Youth:   Committees are established at the club, district, and 

multiple district levels to promote all Lions youth programs.  Example:  Leo Club Program, 

International Peace Poster Contest. 

 

§ Lions Services for Children:  Programs to encourage Lions to help children and young 

adolescents in adverse circumstances through health and education services.
