Brief Summary of the convention:

A District 

Governor from the Kenya, who was in my training group,  promised to have 100,000 

trees planted in his district which has been devastated by weather events.

I 

planted a red cedar during the LCI convention and have given some out on my recent 

club visits.  Only 1997 more to plant in 5M3 to fulfill my promise...but we should be 

able to plant many more than that. 

 

GMT/GLT:  An ongoing process to receive information. LCI will pay for training so 

more information should be received soon from our area and MD5M leaders. I have 

received some ideas for membership and retention strategies which I will be sharing 

with District Coordinators IPDG Wayne and PDG Al Struck. I attended the GMT/

GLT seminar and listened to the GMT specific information. 

 

International Director Brian Sheehan: Doesn't that have a nice "ring" to it? He 

represented MD5M so well at the political caucus, nomination, and acceptance event. 

District 5M3 is proud to have him as ID. 
 

MD5M:  There is something a bit overwhelming about walking into a huge arena to 

find the area that Lion Bob Harms has chosen for us to meet, and hear the security 

people being asked: "Are there available seats in area 111 to sit? Answer: "No, the 

Minnesotans and Chinese have taken over the area". That is a comment I never 

thought I would hear!
