THE AL JENSEN LEADERSHIP AWARD 
 

The Al Jensen Leadership Award is named after PCC Alvin “Al” Edward Jensen, who 
died of cancer in 1975 after 20 years of distinguished service in Lions.  PCC Al Jensen is 
mostly remembered as caring, effective, dedicated but quiet leader. He was a man who 
taught by word and example. A man who could make meaningful suggestions without 
putting a person down. A man who knew when someone needed advice and how to give 
the advice in a way that strengthened their confidence and their leadership ability. A man 
who could affect change without making waves or causing problems. A man who was 
always available when advice was needed. A leader who helped people build their skills 
and self-confidence. Lion Al was well known and highly respected from the grass roots 
level of Lionism to the very highest offices in our association as a man who gave much 
and expected little in return. 
 
Lion Al Jensen had a deep love for what Lionism meant and he did everything he could 
to share that love with others. 
 
Only one or two awards will be given each Lions year.  Each district governor will 
nominate no more than one Lion to receive the award. 
 
A Lion receiving the Al Jensen Award must have at least five years of service in Lions to 
be considered.  The nomination must be made on the official nomination form, available 
from the District Governor. The nomination form is to be signed by the District Governor 
and given to the Council Chair by March 1 of each year.

LIONS CHILDREN’S HEARING CENTER TO LAUNCH NEWSLETTE R 
In an effort to make better connections between the Lions Children’s Hearing Center care 
team, patients, referring physicians and Lions, the Lions Children’s Hearing Center 
(specifically Alyssa Anderson) is launching a newsletter, a virtual paper one, which will 
be mailed to those constituents on a quarterly basis. The first edition is due to go out in 
January 2009.  
 

LIONS CHILDREN’S HEARING CENTER BUILDS DATABASE 
Now that the clinical portion of the Lions Children’s Hearing Center is firmly 
established, the LCHC will pursue the research arm by building a database of information 
gathered from patients. “We’ve had excellent response from parents who have allowed us 
to use their children’s data,” said Center director, Dr. Tina Huang. “In addition to 
research, we can use this data to track our patients’ progress, treat and predict outcomes 
more effectively.” Biostatisticians will help build the LCHC database. 
 

TWO NEW DOCS HELP WITH BUSY ENT CLINIC 
The Department of Otolaryngology hired two specialists to assist with the increasingly 
busy clinic. Dr. Samir Khariwala specializes in head and neck surgery and Dr. William 
Walsh is a facial plastics specialist. While not immediately associated with hearing, head 
and neck surgeons can correct functional problems of the ear, nose or throat, often by 
removing tumors. Our facial plastics docs do not focus much on cosmetic surgery, but 
rather on returning patients’ functionality (use of ears, nose and throat) after trauma or 
cancer treatment, or from birth anomalies. The Department is thrilled to have these two 
physicians’ energy, enthusiasm and expertise.
