INSTRUCTIONS FOR E-FILING IRS FORM 990N

If your Lions Club has more than $25,000 in grasseipts per year, you must file IRS
form 990 and these instructions do not apply torydub. If your Lions Club has less
than $25,000 in gross receipts per year, you mlesFbrm 990N. This form must be
filed on line and the initial filing is due by Nowder 15, 2008, and annually after that.
Note that this requirement applies only to the Miswota Lions Clubs in MD5M.

If you do not file the 990N for three consecutiveaks, you will lose your IRS Tax
exempt status and your club receipts will becomalike as a for-profit business. Before
you start the filing process, you will need to haair club’s full legal name, and the
name and address of an executive officer and thie EIN (Employer Identification
Number) on hand. If you do not know the club ElihNg club secretary can get it from the
club information file on Lions Clubs Internationakbsite (www.Lionsclubs.ojg It is a
nine digit number which is identified as “club t&X'.

Following his discharge from the army, he kex for a large steel stamping
company in Milwaukee. He started as a floor sweeged then worked his way up to
plant manager supervising 300 employees. Overntw 26 years in the stamping
business, he worked at companies in Wisconsin amhg$ylvania. For many years Len
was involved in Community Theater, acting in conequlays.

In 1973 Len bought a restaurant in Redgramote, Milljained his first Lions Club. Over
the next 14 years, he worked in the restaurantssi including managing 3 different
country clubs before returning to the stamping hess.




He started to lose his sight in 1994, becomingllgdpind in 1998. His life completely
changed in 2001 when he attended Leader Dogs &oBtimd and received his first
Leader Dog, Mikey, a yellow Labrador Retriever. Was asked that same year to speak
to the Ripon Lioness Club about his Leader Dog tmedprograms the school offered.
Since that time, he has done over 300 presentatmn&rious schools, social clubs,
senior centers, Lions Clubs throughout the Midwaedd this past year was one of the
Leader Dog representatives at the U.S.A. CanadankorHe is now traveling as an
official Leader Dog Graduate Field Representatind serves on several committees at
his church. Still, with some help, Len does clyaaitictions to raise money for children.

Mikey was retired on June 4, 2007. Mikey's last @ Len’s Leader Dog was to guide
him to the plane as he came to Leader Dog to getshccessor dog whose name is
Ginger. She is a Golden Retriever.

He is Past President of the Ripon Lions Club —dlaé responsible for convincing him
that he should have a Leader Dog. In June 200&¢wived the Birch Sturm Fellow
award. This is the highest Lions award given m $hate of Wisconsin. Len is presently
Vice District Governor of Wisconsin’s 27 B1.
