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On August 13 Lion Mary Jo and I were at the Leader Dog Complex in Rochester, Michigan for a full day. What 

an experience! Even though we had visited there about 10 years ago for three hours, an entire day gave us 

greater insight and appreciation for what they do. We heard several presentations about their operation, routines, 

facilities and finances. We toured training and grooming rooms, the veterinary labs, the leather harness shop, the 

dorm rooms, the dog exercise areas and the gift shop. We spent a good deal of the day in the dining hall 

listening to excellent presentations. Food and drink was plentiful and refreshing. But the highlight of the day 

came when five people who had received Leader Dogs told us what the dogs meant to them in their lives. They 

testified to their belief and trust in their Leader Dogs. Their heart warming messages affected all of us as our 

emotions bubbled to the surface and ran down our cheeks. 

You may have noticed in last monthôs Newsletter a picture of me, blindfolded and following a Leader Dog on a 

path. That gave me a brief hint of what it means to be dependent on the skills and leadership of a Leader Dog. 

Even though a trainer was present and had a leash attached to the dog, it was comforting to me that I 

could brush up against the dog as we continued steadily on our way. My thought as we walked the path was ñYa 

Gotta Believeò the Leader Dog.  Later in the day we observed several students walking on sidewalks and 

crossing streets with their dogs. They had been with their dogs only four or five days. It was the beginning of a 

four week training session with their new dogs. Trainers placed cones, a bicycle and objects randomly on the 

sidewalks. Leader Dogs led students across the street. Some followed fairly well, but some did not.  One person 

held out her hand well in front of her showing her anxiety about the procedure. Leader Dogs can sense the 

handlerôs fear and it affects the entire operation. Speakers told of some horrifying tales about those who did not 

follow their dogs. In one incident a person went for a walk. The dog stepped in front of him to warn of danger. 

He ignored the dog and fell 12 feet to the concrete floor of a parking garage. The key is ñYa Gotta Believeò the 

Leader Dog. 

On June 13 and on July 9 of this year, I had cataracts removed from both eyes, not surprising when one gets 

older. But on November 30 of last year a retina specialist operated on my left eye because the macula was 

obstructing a clear path to the retina. I had an area in the center of the eye where the vision was very fuzzy. 

Think about belief and trust in allowing someone to penetrate your eye and shave off scar tissue on the macula. 

Fortunately my faith and trust was rewarded because my vision is much improved. Because of that experience 

my visit to the Leader Dog Training Center was very special. All of you can be assured that I am committed to 

encourage anything that we as Lions can do to help the vision impaired. And though I have a particular 

fondness for most dogs, I have an even greater place in my heart for Leader Dogs. 

Yes indeed ñYa Gotta Believeò the Leader Dog!

   Come this September 11, be sure you understand the correct meaning of the day, now officially designated 

as, ñPatriot Dayò.  Public Law 107-89, enacted December 18, 2001, amended Title 36, United States Code, to 

designate September 11 as Patriot Day.  Not to be confused with ñPatriotôs Dayò, a holiday observed in 

remembrance of the Battle of Lexington, which sparked the American Revolutionary War.  Patriotôs Day is on 

April 19. It commemorates the infamous ñshot heard round the worldò, during the Battle of Lexington, which 

occurred on April 19, 1775, and sparked the American Revolutionary War.  Although rarely observed, it is still 

a nationally recognized holiday.  

   Patriot Day, designed on September 11, is not a holiday, nor a day for backyard barbecues and joyous 

celebration.  It is a day of remembrance. A day dedicated to remembering the hijackings of United Airlines 

Flights 175 and 93, and American Airlines Flights 11 and 77.  The hijackings occurred on September 11, 2001, 

and led to the deadliest terrorist attacks ever launched against the United States.  These attacks killed thousands 

of innocent people and caused America to change its view regarding security, travel and Americaôs readiness to 

defend itself against terrorist attacks. 

   According to Public Law 107-89, Patriot Day is to be remembered through appropriate activities by state and 

local governments and the people of the United States. These activities include displaying the American flag at 

half-staff and observing a moment of silence in honor of the individuals who lost their lives as a result of the 

terrorist attacks against the United States on that historic September day. 

   Equally important to remember is the global reach of those attacks.  The world-over felt the effects of those 

devastating attacks on democracy and freedom.  Many lives, from many nations, were lost in the attacks on the 

World Trade Center in New York and the Pentagon outside Washington, D.C.  For many, this Patriot Day will 

be more than a day for Americans to remember, rather; it will be an international day of remembrance for all 

people to pause and remember the dastardly deeds of the terrorist, the heroic actions of Americans and the 

senseless loss of life that occurred on September 11, 2011.  - Lion Eugene Isaac, New Ulm Lions Club
